Nader Elhefnawy explores what an increase in
nuclear energy production and use could mean
for nuclear proliferation as much of the
international community has recently become
interested in developing and expanding nuclear
energy programs. If nuclear energy were to
replace the use of fossil fuels for electricity
production by 2050, the number of atomic
reactors would need to increase by more than
680 percent. The distribution of atomic energy
will also change dramatically if demand for
nuclear energy continues to grow, according to
Elhefnawy, as 16 countries currently supply 93
percentoftheworld” s nucl ear
subdue the potential nuclear weapon
proliferation resulting from increasing the
number of countries with the nuclear fuel cycle
technology, the Global Nuclear Energy
Partnership of February 2006 recommends
countries currently without the technology to
manufacture their own nuclear energy purchase
the nuclear fuel and reprocessing services from
international companies. However, Elhefnawy
states this idea will appear less attractive as
nuclear energy becomes more popular and
profitable and would require an increase in
resources devoted to monitoring the movement
and storage of nuclear materials. Though there
is the possibility of developing an atomic
reactor that would reduce the ease for
countries to manipulate nuclear energy
technology to develop nuclear weapons,
Elhefnawy suggests the international
community continue to improve its energy
efficiency and research into nonnuclear and
non-fossil fuel energy alternatives, such as
wind, solar, and tidal energy.
