The second
scenario, which calls for higher reliance on
nuclear energy, fulfilling up to 12.5 percent of
predicted energy demand in 2050, is unlikely,
said Fabien Roques, an energy expert at
Cambridge Energy Research Associates in Paris,
France, because of the slow construction of
nuclear energy facilities. The third scenario
entails governments reducing the use of nuclear
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energy as other renewable energy resources
become available. The NEA says this scenario is
also unlikely as the other energy sources will
