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Nuclear power industry sees opening for 
revival

Although concerns about the cost and safety of 
nuclear power remain, nuclear power industry 
leaders are hopeful for a comeback by building 
dozens of new reactors that would supply 
plentiful, carbon-free electricity. Applications to 
build at least 31 nuclear reactors (many in the 
Southeast) have been submitted to the US 
Nuclear Regulatory Commission and more are 

expected soon. Nuclear reactors currently 
supply almost 20 percent of US electrical energy 
and a recent study by the Congressional 
Research Service says it would cost 
approximately $100 billion to dispose of the 
waste from US nuclear reactors; nuclear 
advocates say these costs are nominal.
