U.S. nuclear site managers are now allowed to 
seek permission to arm security guards with 
weapons including machine guns and short-
barrel shotguns. Personnel being considered for 
any weapon must undergo a fingerprint check 
and an extensive background investigation. The 
U.S. Nuclear Regulatory Commission announced 
these new rules Sept. 11.
