An article in the current edition of the Bulletin 
of the Atomic Scientists reports that there are 
approximately 23,360 nuclear weapons in 14 
nations around the world. Nine nations are 
known or widely assumed to have nuclear 
weapons ς China, France, India, Israel, North 
Korea, Pakistan, Russia, the United States and 
the United Kingdom. Belgium, Germany, Italy, 
Turkey and the Netherlands are hosts for U.S. 
nuclear bombs. The report by Robert Norris and 
Hans Kristensen states that Russia holds 
approximately 13,000 nuclear weapons; the 
United States has about 9,400.
