The long road to zero

Author Charles Ferguson, president of the 
Federation of American Scientists, writes that 
the Obama administration must “assuage the 
fears of nonnuclear states, diminish the prestige 
of nuclear weapons and address the risk of 
proliferation posed by civilian nuclear energy 
programs” in order to encourage global nuclear 
disarmament. After giving a history of nuclear 
world powers since 1945, he explains that 
governments need to prove that nuclear 
weapons are only necessary for the deterrence 
of other nuclear weapons. Ferguson posits that 
this step would enhance security of all states. 
He also discusses the status of international 
countries in relation to the U.S. nuclear arsenal: 
U.S. enemies, U.S. rivals and U.S. allies.

Major explained that an 
independent British inquiry shows that there 
have been no signs of WMD programs or 
operational stockpiles in Iraq. Members of the 
Tony Blair administration will face an inquiry 
panel this month.
